Please remember that as puppy is no longer in competition with litter mates for food He/she may pick and wander off. Put the food down for 15mins if any is left pick it up and leave your puppy until the next meal is due.

Glens are not fussy eaters

A meal may be left,if this happens discontinue this meal and add slightly more to the meals either side until you have puppy eating a small meal in the morning and the main meal in the evening, usually by 6 mths.

If you decide to change your puppy’s diet, gradually introduce the food by mixing it with the food he is already eating.

Remember that your puppy has no conception of danger-hid electric flexes or lift them out of sight. Remove anything that you don’t want puppy to explore or play with i.e toilet rolls, waste bins, toys.

Puppy has been wormed three times with Drontal, it is recommended that the worming continues once a month until 6 mths and twice a year for life.

Innoculations- consult with your own vet- don’t forget to tell him if there has been any reactions to the jabs- these can occur up to two weeks after, so anything unusual your vet should have the information.
